Our family arrived just before the birth of a new nation. They fought for our 
independence, struggled through a civil war, and defended our nation through two 
world wars. And as America expanded, our family ventured westward to the edge of 
the frontier to Indian Territory and the Wild West to settle new towns, cultivate new 
lands, and build new churches. They weren’t just marking time – they contributed, 
each in their own way, in the building of these United States.

MORE THAN JUST NAMES AND DATES

They were patriots, pioneers, farmers, soldiers, teachers, preachers, and mothers. 
They saw the invention of the cotton gin and the automobile. They saw the birth 
of a nation and man walk on the moon. They were our great-grandfathers and 
grandmothers, our great aunts and uncles, and our cousins.
